Harkins and Spandita Malik

The College of Charleston in Charleston,
SC, will present two new exhibitions in-
cluding: Teach Me A Song, featuring works
by Elisa Harkins and Meshes of Resistance,
featuring works by Spandita Malik, both on
view in the Halsey Institute galleries and
Hill Exhibition Gallery, from Apr. 5 through
July 20,2024. A reception will be held on
Apr. 5, from 6:30-8pm. The reception is free
for C of C community + members, $5 dona-
tion otherwise.

Elisa Harkins’s ongoing project, Teach
Me a Song, builds on the artist’s interests
in translation, language preservation, and
Indigenous musicology. The multifaceted
work is structured on a series of exchanges,
wherein she invites collaborators to teach
her a song. With the recordings of these
songs - which may be ceremonial, religious,
rock & roll, electronic, etc. - Harkins’ prac-
tice of nation to nation sharing and trading
music is presented as a means of decoloniz-
ing traditions of Indigenous musicology.
This exhibition is the first time the entirety
of this project has been exhibited.

Teach Me a Song is organized in collabo-
ration with the Crisp-Ellert Art Museum
at Flagler College in St. Augustine, FL,
and The New Gallery at Austin Peay State
University in Clarksville, TN.

Harkins is a Native American (Cherokee/

Muscogee) artist and composer based in
Tulsa, OK. Her work is concerned with
translation, language preservation, and
Indigenous musicology. Harkins uses
the Cherokee and Mvskoke languages,
electronic music, sculpture, and the body
as her tools. Harkins received a BA from
Columbia College, Chicago and an MFA
from CALARTS. She has since continued
her education at the Skowhegan School of
Painting and Sculpture. She has exhibited
her work at Crystal Bridges, documenta 14,
The Hammer Museum, The Heard Mu-
seum, and Vancouver Art Gallery.

Harkins created an online Indigenous
concert series called 6 Moons, and pub-

A Pillar of the Charleston Craft Community
has Passed On

Dorinda Bird Quarterman Harmon passed
on Mar. 25,2024. We knew her as just
Dorinda. And when there was an unanswered
question in the Charleston craft community
and beyond, Linda or I would just say, “Better
get a hold of Dorinda!” And 99% of the time
that question was answered or we were pointed
in the right direction.

We probably met Dorinda at one of the
early Piccolo Spoleto Craft Fairs - that’s where
Linda and I became pottery collectors. And
if you haven’t figured that out by now, you
haven’t been paying attention. Just check out
the gallery listings in this issue.

Our publication’s history with Dorinda
goes way back to the beginning - our first
issue, way back to July 1987, when the first
issue of Charleston Arts,now 37 years later
we’re Carolina Arts. In our first issue were
two craft stories, one about the Charleston

Fiber Guild and the second about the jurying
in process for the South Carolina Crafts Guild.
Her name isn’t mentioned in either article but I
can assure you she was involved in us coming
up with both articles.

Then came the Charleston Crafts Coopera-
tive in 1989, a year not to be forgotten - due to
Hurricane Hugo. They were one of our early
supporters. If anything involved crafts of any
kind, Dorinda was probably involved. She was
one of our valued “contacts”, a small group of
people around the Carolinas who we can call
on for info when others come up short.

Here’s a little info from Dorinda’s official
obit: “She served as Chairman of the Charles-
ton Fiber Guild, a member of the Cobblestone
Quilt Guild for many years and was a charter
member of Charleston Crafts. As a member
of the Charleston Crafts cooperative from
its inception in 1989, Dorinda served the
organization in numerous board and director
positions including Chairman (twice), Gallery
Manager (twice) and in public relations. She
also coordinated, both by herself and subse-
quently with a peer group, the annual Piccolo
Spoleto Craft Shows from 1990 until 2017.
Dorinda was an artist, primarily working in
fiber arts and also taught basket weaving and
fiber arts techniques to many students through-
out the Lowcountry. Her miniature baskets
and needlework ornaments were featured in a
“Southern Living” Christmas Annual.”

lished a CD of Creek/Seminole Hymns. She
is also the DJ of Mvhayv Radio, an Indig-
enous radio show on 91.1FM in Tulsa, OK
and 99.1FM in Indianapolis, IN. Harkins
created a dance performance that features
music and choreography by Harkins. With
support from PICA and Western Front,
songs from the performance have been
collected into a limited edition double-LP
which can be found on Harkins’ Bandcamp.
Harkins resides on the Muscogee (Creek)
Reservation and is an enrolled member of
the Muscogee (Creek) Nation.

Spandita Malik is a visual artist from
India who is currently based in New York.
Her work is concerned with the current
global socio-political state of affairs with an
emphasis on women’s rights and gendered
violence. Malik specializes in process-based
work in photography, recently with photo-
graphic surface embroideries and collabora-
tions with women in India. Malik’s work in
expanded documentary and social practice
consciously emanates from the idea of de-
colonizing the eye and aesthetic surround-
ing documentary photography of India.

Malik’s exhibition, Meshes of Resis-
tance, features work from Malik’s ongoing
Jalt series. In this work, Malik photographs
women in India that she has connected with
through self-help centers for domestic and
gender-based violence. Malik prints these
portraits, created in the womens’ homes and
personal spaces, onto fabric specific to the
region. The women then embroider their
portraits in any way they choose, taking
agency over their ultimate representation
and creating an artistic collaboration with
Malik.

Malik is a visual artist from India. Her
work is concerned with the current global
socio-political state of affairs with an em-
phasis on women’s rights and gendered
violence. Malik specializes in process based
work in photography, recently with photo-
graphic surface embroideries and collabora-

tions with women in India. Malik’s work in
expanded documentary and social-practice
consciously emanates from the idea of de-
colonising the eye and aesthetic surround-
ing documentary photography of India.
Malik received her MFA in Photography
from Parsons School of Design in 2019,
where she was awarded the Dean’s Merit
Scholarship, Photography Programmatic
Scholarship and Graduate Travel Grant
Award. She has been awarded The 30: New
and Emerging Photographers Award (2022);
En Foco Photography Fellowship (2021)
and Firecracker Photographic Grant (2020).
Malik was nominated for the Foam Paul
Huf Award (2020) and was a finalist for the
Aperture Portfolio Prize (2021). She was
chosen for The Silver Arts Projects Residen-
cy, NY (2021); The Center for Photography
at Woodstock Artist in Residency Program,
Woodstock, NY (2021); Bemis Center
of Contemporary Arts (2021); Baxter St
Workspace Residency in New York (2020);
Feminist Incubator Residency by Project for
Empty Spaces in New Jersey (2020).
Malik’s work has been featured in Artsy,
Art Spiel, Buzzfeed, Crafts Magazine,
Musée Magazine, Harper’s Magazine
and Elephant Magazine, she was named

Lynne Riding received an MFA in
Painting from the San Francisco Art
Institute, a BFA in Fashion and Textiles
from Manchester College of Art, UK, and
a 2 year Art Foundation from Hereford
School of Art & Design, UK.

Dede
regards oysters, specifically the shells, as
our Lowcountry Laurels, worth promoting
sustainable practices that ensure maintain-
ing a healthy habitat.

Yvette Dede’s art-making experience
has ranged from working with stained
glass, glass blowing, and glass casting to
mixed media sculptures and collaborative
outdoor installations. At the core of her
artistic practice is drawing. Her drawings
and sculptures have been displayed in
exhibits and installation sites throughout
the United States. Dede is a full-time Stu-

ment, “As a painter, I’ve been focused on
landscapes for a long time now, but I’ve
never felt as confident painting water as
other subjects. I think that is natural enough
for a person from the wooded part of West-
ern, NY, and despite living in the ‘Low-
country’ for 2 years, I’ve always felt more
like a tourist in such places than I'd like to.
Although this has slowly changed, in choos-
ing to do this show, I wanted to force myself
to examine these aspects of the landscape
in every piece so that I might grow as an
artist and increase my visual vocabulary so
to speak. It’s not just depicting water, which
is challenging enough -- it’s the changes in
plant life, humidity, trees and the contour of
the land that makes such scenes believable.”
“Throughout the past few years, I have
been drawn to coastal waterways more
and more in my work -- I find them to be
such malleable subjects,” adds Scheifflee.
“Personally speaking, I think that their

beauty doesn’t announce itself as loudly as
a spectacular mountain range, but it trickles
into you over time. The coastal edges of
the south seem to be equipped with their
own tidal eraser that moves over the land
and makes changes in what is visible, or
sweeps away some of what was there the
day before. It has a calming effect that I
hope transfers over to the viewers, each day
seems to begin a little more fresh in such
places. Here in the north, we have similar
features, but I think the lakes are what truly
stand out, especially the smaller ones tucked
between old mountains. Those who know
them, learn to read the water like a familiar
novel and because of their relative seclu-
sion, seem to hold memories, rather than
release them with the tide.”

“Any artist’s painting process is some-
thing that slowly evolves over time and I
think it’s common for young painters to take
longer with their subjects and as they learn
to say what needs to be said. I’ve spent
years putting in that work and these days, I
think harder about how I can tweak or alter
my subject to be a better version of itself, if
need be. Sometimes that means using my
knowledge from previous pieces to alter
the sky entirely, or changing a scene from
afternoon light to an enchanting moonrise
at twilight. This is an enjoyable tightrope
to walk, because if you do it right, no one
thinks you changed anything at all.”

“I paint because I think it was always
in the cards for me, I’m not sure if that’s
fate, luck...a curse, haha -- who can say?,”
continues Scheifflee. “When we are young
there are lots of keys presented to a whole
bunch of new doors, maybe we keep walk-
ing down the halls of the ones we find to
be comfortable and challenging. I can
confidently say that I'm a landscape painter
because I find this planet of ours to be just
that breathtaking, how lucky are we to call it
home -- maybe if everyone took time to stop
and examine it, they might respect it that
much more, or find that a part of their being
that was dormant is calling out.”

Brett Scheifflee, born in Buffalo NY, is a
renowned American realist painter known
for his evocative depictions of coastal
landscapes. With a keen eye for detail and
a profound appreciation for the natural
world, Scheifflee’s artwork captures the
timeless beauty of oceans, creeks, lakes, and
marshes, inviting viewers to embark on a
visual journey of serenity and introspection.

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Harrill was commissioned to make a
large quilt for Duke University Hospital
in Durham, NC, and has several quilts in
other corporate settings. She was juried
into the Southern Highland Craft Guild in
1996. Over the years, Harrill has taught
quilting classes, given lectures and work-
shops. Most recently, she and her husband
have relocated to Flat Rock, NC, where
she works in her studio. Her interests
revolve around dyeing her own quilting
fabric, gardening, and photography.

Sara Quattlebaum grew up in Wiscon-
sin learning at a very young age many
ways to use her hands and dreaming she
could create this way forever. Crochet-
ing and knitting came first, then mak-
ing her own clothes.

Ultimately she
discovered the synergy of art quilting,
allowing her the freedom to incorporate
traditional and non-traditional quilting
techniques and surface design to create
art with tactile and visual textures. An en-
gineering background and traveling have
influenced Steward’s artistic expression,
often inspired by the beauty of landscapes
and the elegant mathematical relationships
occurring in nature. Primarily self-taught,
Steward would later study watercolor
painting and drawing from notable artists,
along with attending mixed media, surface
design, and quilt- related workshops to
learn and develop new skills.

Denny Webster started quilting in 1994
when her first grandchild was born. In
2007 she retired from her life as a feminist
therapist and professor of psychiatric
nursing. Webster is currently exploring a
range of surface design techniques and in-
corporating hand-dyed fabrics and mixed

media in her art quilting. Layered stories
told with fabric, thread, photographs, paint
and dye illustrate what we can and cannot
see; what we know but cannot prove.

Kathryn Weston has been passionate
about fiber for most of her life. She began
by sewing clothing for herself and family
and by exploring a variety of needle arts.
She was first introduced to quilt making in
1973. During the first 25 years she com-
pleted several dozen traditional pieces.
Meanwhile, she raised a family and
worked as a school psychologist. In the
late 90’s she retired from school psychol-
ogy and began to explore art and design in
the fiber world on a full time basis. Mostly
self taught, Weston has received some
training through workshops with interna-
tional quilt instructors

Through this body of work, I aim
to celebrate and center the women in my
family —those who have shaped me into
who I am today. This project is driven by a
profound respect and love for these ladies,
who frequently place the needs of others
above their own. Labor of Love is a tribute
to the strength, resilience, and enduring
spirit of these remarkable women, serving
as a mirror to their invaluable contributions
and sacrifices.”

Dantzler, a native of Rock Hill, SC,
discovered her love for visual art early on,
participating in programs like the ST-ARTS
program at Winthrop University. She pur-
sued her passion at Spelman College, earn-
ing a Bachelor of Arts in Visual Art with
a minor in Curatorial Studies. Dantzler’s
journey includes prestigious art internships
at institutions such as the San Francisco
Museum of Modern Art, ZuCot Gallery, and
Sotheby’s.

Currently a third-year Master of Fine
Arts student at the University of South
Carolina, she also shares her expertise as
a graduate instructor and teaching assis-
tant. Dantzler’s artistic versatility spans
mediums like ceramics, photography, and
printmaking, often combining them in her
work, which has been showcased at venues
including the Mable House Arts Center,
McMaster Gallery, and the University of
South Carolina’s President’s House.

On view from Apr. 8 - 12, will be the
exhibit In Third Person, featuring works by
Samantha Reali. A reception will be held on
Apr. 11, from 5:30-7:30pm with a artist talk
at 6pm.

Reali offered the following Artist’s
Statement, “While asleep I am confronted
by the disturbing, the ridiculous, and the
whimsical creations of my subconscious.
This is a spiritual phenomenon that I care to
explore but hope to never fully understand.
Through painting, I recreate memories of
past dreams, generating vibrant and surreal
narratives often driven by the suspense-
ful or the absurd. I craft fragmented and
organically shaped surfaces, where satu-
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rated colors accentuate the dance between
tight and loose brush strokes, forming both
my figures and the world they inhabit. This
work engages in a dialogue with the Sur-
realists and Dadaists of the 1910s-1930s,
artists who utilized a sense of absurdity to
explore and communicate various aspects of
the human condition.”

For me, light and brightly saturated
colors have always been the gateway to this
feeling. Light can appear hard or soft but is
never tangible.

Anna Byars is an artist based in Colum-
bia, SC. She grew up in Lexington, SC, and
received a BA in Studio Art and Art History
at the College of Charleston.

Gallery, and the Halsey Institute of Con-
temporary Art. Byars’ primarily focuses in
printmaking and is currently exploring the
idea of transcendence within her work.

On view from Apr. 22 - 26, will be the
exhibit, This Must Be Ektachrome, featuring
works by Addison Graham.

Graham offered the following Artist’s
Statement, “I have had a profound connec-
tion to nature since childhood, growing up
exploring the Ouachita and Ozark moun-
tains in Arkansas. However, my interac-
tions with nature coexist with human-made
structures such as power lines, architectural
features, and pathways. Nature has been
affected by human interaction, including
buildings, walkways, and invasive species.
A location is not simply an aesthetically
pleasing location with waterfalls and trees
but a place for contemplation, reflection,
and memorable phenomenon.”

“Emotions and the environment inter-
twine to create transformative, intangible
experiences. How can a landscape evoke

nostalgia? How can emotions be so power-
ful that they defy description? As an artist,
I use a range of mediums to explore these
questions, choreographing colors, shapes,
and light. I use various materials and colors
to create diverse environments and reflect
the complexities of life. My techniques
include photography, printmaking, and
sculpture,” added Graham.

“My work explores landscapes, op-
tics, memories, paradoxical thoughts, and
psychological experiences influenced by
nature. It is interdisciplinary, and I often
blend different mediums to communicate
the context of my artwork. To begin my
creative process, I venture outdoors and
capture Ektachrome photographs with a
Bell and Howell Stereo Realist camera from
the 1950s-60s. These serve as standalone
pieces and inspiration for my work in differ-
ent mediums.

Addison Graham, a fine artist from Fort
Smith, AR, obtained her BFA from Ar-

kansas Tech University in 2020. Actively
engaged in the Arkansas Society of Print-
makers and serving as president of the Artist
Guild on campus, Graham has exhibited her
work in numerous galleries and museums
across Arkansas and internationally in
Taiwan. Notable accomplishments include
participation in the inaugural student solo
exhibition at the Fort Smith Regional Art
Museum in 2019 and being selected as the
sole printer for visiting artist Mark Dion in
2023. Graham’s diverse experiences include
interning at The Half and Half, teaching
printmaking workshops at the Columbia
Museum of Art, and working as a graduate
instructor of record for drawing and paint-
ing classes at the School of Visual Art and
Design.

Guided by instinct and
intuition, I explore subjects and materials
in an atmosphere of stimulating music that
enhances my ability to function creatively
and sets my mind at ease. As I work into a
rhythm of layering marks and colors, the
process unfolds. Each added line, wash,
smear, smudge and scrape has a profound
effect on the whole. As a composition
begins to emerge, the arduous and often
intriguing part of the creative process
begins — the analysis. What’s working?
How shall I proceed? I sit and study, and
give the work a chance to tell me what to
do. If it doesn’t speak, I bombard it with
more paint, draw on it, scrape it, scratch it
or whatever it takes to move the work in

a satisfying direction even if that means
grinding it down and restarting.”

“I’m an action painter at heart. Action
painters act, then think. What I want to
make is an exciting painting, unique to
me, with lyricism and dynamics drawn
from nature and life. I use no formulas to
achieve this goal; each piece is charac-
terized by this process and that ensures
its authenticity. I do not consider a work
complete unless it challenges or advances
my understanding of painting,” says Wil-
liams.

“Appalachia. A region. An idea. An
imaginative and geopolitical landscape
with real land(s) and real people(s) - those
living, those who have passed on, and those
to come. These mountains, valleys and
streams, hollers and cities, dirt roads and
railroad tracks texture our lives and craft our
many histories,” says E. Gale Greenlee, the
competition juror.

“They build a felt sense of place.”

“My story (a snippet): I grew up not in
the mountains, but always going to them—a
ritual homecoming as we gathered each
month with my Daddy’s family in the
Swannanoa Valley. As Daddy and all but
one of his siblings have transitioned to the
ancestral realm, I often lay my eyes on these
hills and valleys (IRL and in my dream-
world) to center myself and to return home
to them...to me,” adds Greenlee.

“The stories reflected in these photo-
graphs reveal the specificity of you/me/
him/her/they as well as the common and
collective (the we/us). Whether embod-
ied by grandma’s hands, animals grazing,
raindrops resting on leaves, banjos fixin’ to
be played, painted church windows, rebel
flags or carrots pulled fresh from earth, they
call us to question. To dream. To remember.
To muse. Who’s at the center of these lands?
Who’s at the center of this story? What is
the story here? What is this place? And what
if there’s not one story—there isn’t y’all-but
a multiplicity of narratives that bob and
weave, overlap, criss-cross and diverge?,”
E. Gale Greenlee asked.
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“Roots, Ground, Water, Seeds is an effort
to amplify visual artists whose photogra-
phy considers our many and intertwining
ancestral roots; our connection and relation-
ship to the land, the ground we walk on, the
lives these lands have supported and the
way Appalachian earth demands and yearns
for our conscious care. Here, you dip into
the waterways and communities that sustain
and repair us and witness the seeds that birth
new life/futures, rejuvenate our soil and
spirits, and spark necessary political change.
Here in this place, you/we/I bear witness to
a personal and collective archive. Come in.
Listen. See,” adds Greenlee.

Gale Greenlee, Ph.D. (she/her/hers) is a
writer-educator, an independent children’s
literature and Black Girlhood Studies
scholar, and a recent teacher-scholar in
residence at the bell hooks center at Berea
College. Born in Greensboro, NC, she is the
granddaughter of farmers from rural South
Carolina and a descendent of five genera-
tions of Affrilachians who called Western
North Carolina home. Broadly interested in
pop culture, Black Appalachian literature,
memory work and Black feminist legacy
keeping, Greenlee is a longtime arts advo-
cate whose childhood dream was to travel
across the US in an RV selling her art. Her
public humanities work focuses on curating
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literary and cultural programs for communi-
ty spaces, and she is committed to creating
ethical collaborations and weaving art in
her world. From teaching courses such as
“Women of Color: Art, Justice and Joy” at
The Ohio State University, organizing artist
talks, co-curating a permanent installation at
the bell hooks center, to writing about Black
craft as a Center for Craft Archival Re-
search Fellow, Greenlee works to amplify
the artistic traditions of historically margin-
alized communities.

Appalachian State University in Boone,
NG, is presenting The Anti-Uranium Map-
ping Project: Shayla Blatchford, on view
in the Turchin Center for the Visual Arts’,
Community Gallery, through June 8,2024.

The Anti-Uranium Mapping Project
is an interactive audio/visual storytelling
exhibition and website designed to create an
efficient way to educate audiences about the
environmental issues of uranium mining on
the Navajo Nation and surrounding lands.
The various components of the project
provide an immersive multimodal learning
experience. This project serves as both his-
torical documentation of the uranium min-
ing era as well as a platform for storytelling
and community building.

“My goal is to bring people together
from different backgrounds who have all
been affected by uranium mining and to
share their experience on the issue through
photographs and video interviews,” says
Blatchford. “As the demand for uranium
increases with nuclear power being pitched
to the world as the next ‘clean energy’ solu-
tion, old sites of uranium mining could be
resurrected. Bringing different perspectives
to the conversation provides access to the
information needed to make an educated
decision about the future of uranium mining
and other extractive practices.”

“Not everyone has the same learning
style; I want to be able to reach as many
people as possible. If enough people can be
educated, I envision not just conversation,
but bold action in support of how the Na-
vajo People decide to produce clean energy,
how they choose to access natural resources

on their land, and how that could influence
and inspire the rest of us,” adds Blatchford.

Growing up in Long Beach, CA, Shayla
Blatchford had little exposure to her Native
heritage; this sparked a curiosity that contin-
ues to propel her work today. Her mother’s
genealogical investigation was a launching
pad that started Blatchford’s journey to
establish a connection with her ancestors
and their ways of life. Often, we don’t know
how to share our stories. It can be difficult
to take a vision from paper to finished proj-
ect. Blatchford has the ability to help people
tell their stories and believes providing that
service is a way to share instances of beauty
with the world. Photography is about cap-
turing moments. It is about seeing the small-
ness in the bigness of the world. Blatchford
wants to subtly craft these moments into art
while allowing her images to foreground the
voices of her subjects over her own.

Three artists from South Carolina’s
Lowcountry will head north to Tryon, NC,
for Spring shows at Upstairs Artspace in
Tryon, NC, on view through May 24, 2024.
The gallery is pleased to welcome Lynne
Riding, Kristi Ryba and Mary Walker to the
contemporary art gallery. A reception will
be held on Apr. 6, from 5-7pm.

Concerning Being is the title of Lynne
Riding’s 32-piece show. Abstract in nature,
the major elements in Riding’s pieces
speak to “issues of impermanence, shift-
ing perspectives, and loss, aligned with the
dichotomy of enduring hope, that which
drives us on.”

“My interests lie in the subtle undercur-

rents, the not so blatant, crude or obvious,

a case of paying attention to what happens

between the obvious,” Riding says. She

adds that her work stems from the place and

surroundings in which she finds herself,

“from colors observed there, a line seen

in space, or the found object, all of which

find their way into my paintings and act as

metaphors.”

Works on display are varied in scale

with her largest being 6 feet by 5 feet, and

smallest measuring 11 inches by 9 inches.

Medium will vary as well and will include

natural pigment and silver leaf on paper

or linen, wax encaustic, oil on canvas, and

Like an Epiphany, Kristi Ryba’s 17-piece
show, is a timely examination of current
political figures depicted in the style of
paintings and images of centuries ago. Us-
ing gouache or egg tempera on vellum with
gold leaf, at first glance the viewer might
mistake the personages for Renaissance
European royalty, religious figures, or grand
images common to Medieval artwork,
iconography and altarpieces. Even the
frames, from a distance, look like the ornate
creations of a Medieval master.

However, upon closer examination, the
imperial and grand images are none other
than former president Trump, his family,
members of his administration, and other
members of government and political
leadership dressed in the costumes of Re-
naissance life and placed in environments
reminiscent of centuries-old illustrated
manuscripts.

“After my dismay and depression over
the November 2016 election, I began to sub-
stitute photographs of Trump, his adminis-
tration, family, associates, tweets and quotes
into existing manuscripts and altarpieces
that depict, illuminate or illustrate what I
believe is the shallow and corrupt nature of
his government,” Ryba explains.

“It has been illuminating to me how so
many of these imperial and grand images
from Medieval and Renaissance European
royalty relate to our present situation. Some

things never change.”

Painter and printmaker Mary Walker will
be returning to her former home of Tryon,
NG, to exhibit Scenes from Alice in Wonder-
land. Walker’s black and white prints depict
the many characters and settings from
Lewis Carroll’s famous children’s novel
“Adventures of Alice in Wonderland.”

Work by Lynne Riding
Walker’s interest in the characters was
born from a “magical childhood moment”
of discovery and wonder. At age 5, she was
living in servants quarters of an old house,
and one day her mother led her through the
door that connected to the main house. In a
magnificent dining room with a gleaming
mahogany table, she saw Alice in Wonder-
land. Or rather, a neighborhood girl dressed

“She was a vision that stepped out of
my story book,” Walker says, “and it has
tumbled around in my mind for years look-
ing for a creative outlet through my work as
an artist.”

Penland School of Crafts in
Penland, NC, Offers New Exhibits

The Penland School of Crafts in
Penland, NC, is presenting several new
exhibits including: Between Dreams and
Reality: Bespoke Footwear, curated by
Penland instructor and shoemaker Amara
Hark Weber, on view in the John & Robyn
Horn Exhibition Gallery, through May
25,2024, and in the Focus Gallery is the
exhibit being here. seeing things, featur-
ing glass sculpture by Granite Calimpong
and paintings by Kathrine Toler, on view
through Apr. 13, 2024.

Although most shoes today are made in
factories, making shoes by hand is a com-
plex craft with a long history. The exhibi-
tion of the year is a rare glimpse at what
this tradition looks like in the twenty-first
century. Between Dreams and Reality:
Bespoke Footwear presents custom-made
shoes and boots from thirteen contem-
porary makers who are working with the
highest levels of vision and skill.

“Bespoke Footwear is an optical illu-
sion of simplicity,” explains Weber. “In
reality, every dimension is made of at
least three layers of leather. Knowledge
of anatomy and human kinetic motion as
well as mastery of leather working is nec-
essary to work in this trade. There are no
longer schools, so the craft is learned by
spending time in the workshops of elders
and by trial and painful error.”

Works by Lisa Sorrell

Included in the exhibition are a number
of pairs of elaborately decorated cowboy
boots: one pair looks like it has been
tattooed, another flies the American flag,
and several are covered with beautiful
appliqué flowers. Along with the boots are
fancy heels covered in snakeskin, several
pairs of high-style dress shoes, and even a
carefully-crafted pair of work boots. One
pair of black men’s shoes is decorated
with gold letters that cheekily tell the
wearer, “The most interesting thing about
you is me.”

Along with the astonishing display

of footwear in different leathers, colors,
and patterns, the exhibition will also give
viewers some insight into how the craft
is practiced. One wall of the gallery is
covered with lasts, which are the molds
used in shoe construction. There are also
sample patterns and tools and two pho-
tographic murals that show the details of
the curator’s own workspace. If you love
shoes (and who doesn’t?) this is an exhibi-
tion that’s not to be missed.

Also on display at the Penland Gallery
is a Focus exhibition of glass sculpture
by Granite Calimpong and paintings by
Kathrine Toler. On long-term display
outside the gallery are two billboard-sized
collages by Anne Lemanski and steel
sculptures by Daniel T. Beck and Hoss
Haley.

Asheville Art Museum in Asheville,
NC, Offers Works by Sallie Middleton

The Asheville Art Museum in Asheville,
NC, is presenting Asheville’s Naturalist:
Watercolors by Sallie Middleton, on view
in the Blossman Companies Education Gal-
lery, through June 10,2024.

Sallie Ellington Middleton (1926—

2009) has long been considered one of the
most gifted botanical painters. She pos-
sessed a remarkable eye for detail, a skilled
hand to record what she saw, and a keen
imagination to shape her enchanted images.
Watercolor was the perfect medium for
Middleton, as it allowed her to carry her
paints on forays into the woods, and it made
for a more natural and less messy process
than oil paint.

Though she was an extremely ac-
complished painter, Middleton had very
little formal training in art. Her uncle, the
architect Douglas Ellington, was a noted
draughtsman and built several important
buildings, including the Asheville City Hall.
Middleton spent her childhood living with
her uncle at Chunn’s Cove, a home that El-
lington built using eclectic building materi-
als from several of his architectural projects
in Asheville. She and her sister Martha grew
up in this remarkable setting, having ample
time to explore the valley and hillsides
around the house. Though she briefly lived
in Charleston, SC, and spent a few years
in Biltmore Forest, Middleton spent most
of her life living in the same home she had
grown up in, and in the forests surrounding
Chunn’s Cove.

Middleton’s detailed watercolors
required months, and sometimes years
to complete. She would work from life,
painting the same specimen day after day
until it grew too big for her composition.
She would then put her painting aside until
the following season, when she would find
a similar plant or animal at the same stage
of growth and pick up where she left off.
Middleton said, “I have to work quickly.
When you’re working so intimately with
models, you can see their colors changing

almost daily.”

When asked about her technique,
Middleton called her process “brush draw-
ing” because she was able to render sharp
details in watercolor. She had brushes in
all sizes, including some with just a single
hair - allowing her to make precise lines and
load her brush with deeply colored pigment.
In many of her compositions, she included
a single bluebird feather, which acted as a
form of signature and taught her viewers to
look closely at her work, just as she looked
at the natural world. In this exhibition, how
many blue feathers can you find?

While some of Gritta’s paintings are
purely abstract, most of them reference a
landscape, a part of a building, or an object.
Gritta unapologetically shifts between ab-
straction, to landscapes, to figuration based
on her inspirations and in response to the
paint. In some cases, it could be as simple as
the color palette of her garden and the desire

to immerse herself in all the hues she sees
outside her studio window.

“I want color to teach me in real time.
Paint is forgiving, I can keep changing it. I
have to pay attention and learn what hap-
pens when I do this,” motions to the canvas,
“and make this big color here. I want to
learn as I’m going because each painting
teaches me so much,” says Gritta.

Some of these new works are inspired
by childhood memories. For instance, the
painting, Horse Tale, explores a story when
the artist first felt shame as a young child
consumed with a love of horses. The blue
sky, green meadow, and ambiguous mark-
making can elicit a fragment of a memory
for most viewers. Another piece shows a
young Qritta, albeit abstracted, performing a
handstand, something she can no longer do.
This painting mourns the loss of childhood,
while celebrating the energy of youth.

Linda Gritta was born in 1956 in Chica-
go,IL, and grew up in a suburb called Riv-
erdale. In the early 2000s, while working as
a translator for deaf people, she received her
BFA in Painting and Printmaking from Con-
verse School of the Arts in Spartanburg, SC.
She has lived in many different states but
ultimately settled in Asheville, NC in 2005.

American Folk Art in Asheville,
NC, Offers Annual Face Jug Show

American Folk Art in Asheville, NC, will
present its 12th Annual Face Jug Show,on
view from Apr. 10 through May 1,2024.

A reception will be held on Apr. 12, from
5-8pm.

Mark your calendars for the 12th Annual
Face Jug Show at American Folk Art &
Framing! And join us all month long as we
celebrate a storied regional tradition: the
wild, weird, and culturally iconic Face Jug!
The face jug began to appear in these parts
in the very early 1800s. In those days, self-
sufficiency ruled and handmade, locally-
crafted clayware was common.

Our regional soils contain all the ele-
ments needed to make hardy clay and our
forests plenty of wood for the fueling of
kilns. Over the years, popularity of these
face vessels has waxed and waned, but
the tradition has managed to survive and
even thrive. Today, face jugs are an eagerly
sought after & widely collected part of our
mountain heritage. Wood-fired kilns remain
the popular favorite, but there are some
who experiment with gas- or electric-fired
kilns, either for convenience, curiosity, or to
achieve bright colors.

At the heart of our Annual Face Jug
Show are traditional creators like Walter
Fleming, who at 86 claims the title of the
oldest working potter in the state of North
Carolina and still hand-digs his clay off his
property in the foothills. Wayne Hewell, a
5th generation potter in the mountains of
Georgia, creates expressive jugs complete
with corn cob stoppers from his own farm.
His family’s pottery, still in operation today,
began in 1850 and nearly every member of
the Hewell clan has worked there for a time.

But what would a show celebrating the
Face Jug be without variety? Texan Carl
Block takes the Appalachian face jug in a
very different direction and incorporates
influences from Mexican folk art and his

own free-spirited irreverence. 7th genera-
tion North Carolina potter Michael Gates
creates both historically informed vessels
inspired by his ancestors and wildly colorful
‘tattooed’ face jugs that express more of

his personal style. Wisconsin potter Joel
Huntley puts his own spin on what have
commonly been referred to as ‘ugly jugs’ by
creating beautifully-refined and delicately-
featured face vessels in softly colorful
glazes.

“For us, this is the most wonderful time
of the year,” says gallery owner Julia L.
Mills. “All month long, we get to share this
unique pottery tradition with folks that have
never encountered it before, and we get to
reconnect with many of our most loyal col-
lectors. Opening day is also just an incred-
ible rush; it’s the only day of the year we
open the gallery late, because we already
know the phone will be ringing off the hook
once the clock strikes noon.”

Twelve potters will be featured in the
2024 Face Jug Show, including: Wayne
Hewell, Mike Ball, Ben J. North, Michael
Gates, Tim Whitten, Carl Block, Vicki Mill-
er, Stacy Lambert, Walter Fleming, Steve
Abee, Joel Huntley, and Stephen Harrison.

“My work comes out of the still life
tradition, but I resist a traditional still
life,” said Gilbert. “In a way I want the
work to be anything but still, I want there
to be a sense of gentle motion in the
pictures, like a breeze coming in through
the curtains. That’s where the title ‘Flut-
ter’ came from,; it speaks to a quietness, a
softness.”

Flutter presents photographs created
between 2011 and 2023. All works are

archival inkjet prints - a digital printing
process that achieves lifelike resolution.

Sawtooth School For Visual Art in
Winston-Salem, NC, is presenting Seat-
ing Assignment: Women in Contemporary
Chairmaking and Craft Education, on view
in Sawtooth’s Eleanor and Egbert Davis
Gallery, through May 11,2024.

Seating Assignment: Women in Contem-
porary Chairmaking and Craft Education,
an exhibition featuring 15 contemporary
women artists who specialize in furniture
making and view education as a core com-
ponent of their practice.

Seating Assignment is a joint effort,
bringing together two landmark Carolina in-
stitutions focused on community education
and enrichment.

The Cameron Art Museum in Wilming-
ton, NC, will present Thomas Sayre: Four
Walls, on view from Apr. 26 through Feb.
16,2025. A reception will be held on Apr.
26, from 6-9pm. Sayre returns on Apr. 27
at 11am for an artist talk to discuss his
work and process. CAM members can at-
tend free/$15 for not yet members and $5
for students.

Thomas Sayre: Four Walls features
new and never exhibited works by artist
Thomas Sayre. Each of the four large-
scale pieces in the installation questions
the belief systems and symbols that under-
pin the ideals of church, nation and cre-
ation. Made of materials that include tar,
smoke, fabric gowns, gunshots, welding
material, earth and fire, these works invite
visitors to draw close and experience the
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messiness of making, and by analogy, to
bear witness to the ways that life invades,
entangles, and tarnishes us.

Sayre has fashioned a Renaissance
altarpiece on one wall with angels cast
from nightgowns used by women in a
once-segregated mental hospital, T-shirts
worn by the unhoused, and liturgical robes
that once belonged to the artist’s father.
Another wall presents a series of liturgi-
cal crosses that upend the traditions of
religious representation with the physical
challenges of contemporary life.

A tattered and discolored American
flag suggests the damage inflicted during
the United States’ more than 200-year
trajectory as a world power, and the larg-
est piece harkens back to Milton’s story

of creation. Embellishing and departing
from Genesis, Milton depicts Eden not as
an ideal garden, but as the unkempt site
of the original human act of defiance - the
eating of the apple - which launched the
earliest human family into a life at odds
with God.

Form follows function in this work
as Sayre deploys fire, water, smoke, and
chemistry to create the most disturbing
images. Visitors are invited to draw close
and engage with the works’ large scale
and to experience the messiness of mak-
ing, and by analogy, to bear witness to
the ways that life invades, entangles, and
tarnishes us.

Thomas Sayre (b. 1950) grew up in the
shadow of Washington National Cathe-
dral. His early art education and his love
and respect for natural materials came
from the stonecutters at the cathedral. His
education continued at St. Albans School,
as a Morehead Scholar at the University
of North Carolina, at the University of
Michigan, and the Cranbrook Academy
of Art. In 1981 Sayre founded, along with
Steve Schuster, the multi-disciplinary
design firm, Clearscapes.

Sayre designs and builds public art
projects and private commissions around
the world. His current work includes large
paintings and sculptural commissions
made with tar, smoke, gunshots, welding
material, earth, and fire. His art is housed

in collections from Thailand to Tennessee.

He has exhibited in many private galler-
ies and public museums, including Cheryl
Hazan Gallery in Manhattan, the Tampa
Museum of Art, the Mississippi Museum
of Art and the North Carolina Museum of
Art. In 1995, Sayre received a National
Endowment for the Arts Fellowship. In
2012, he received the North Carolina
Award, the highest honor granted to civil-
ians by the state. In 2014 he received an
honorary Doctor of Fine Arts from North

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Florence County Museum in
Florence, SC, Features Works by
William H. Johnson

The Florence County Museum in Flor-
ence, SC, is and has been presenting Kin-
dred Spirit: the Personal Worlds of William
H. Johnson, focused on the artist’s relation-
ships with the people and places in his life,
through Dec. 1,2024.

The twenty-four works on exhibit include
paintings from his time in France, Denmark,
and New York. Others explore more per-
sonal themes, like Johnson’s spiritual and
family life, and his hometown of Florence,
SC.

Of particular interest, a recently con-
served tapestry woven by Johnson’s
wife, Holcha Krake, and a portrait bust of
Holcha’s sister sculpted by 20th century
German expressionist, Christoph Voll, John-
son’s brother-in-law. Both works, along
with others in the exhibit were acquired by
the museum from Johnson’s family descen-
dants in Denmark.

The exhibit combines resources from the
museum’s permanent collections, private
collections, and four works on an extended
loan from the James E. Lewis Museum of
Art at Morgan State University.

“We are very proud to collaborate with
James E. Lewis Museum on the loan and
exhibition of these artworks,” says museum
curator Stephen W. Motte.

Two of the paintings now on exhibit were
created by Johnson in Florence, SC, during
his visit home in the summer of 1944, in-
cluding a rare portrait of the artist’s mother,
Alice Johnson.

“This exhibit brings together all of the
significant moments in the story of John-
son’s art and life,” says Motte.

Motte says that national interest in
Johnson is increasing. “In the past few years
we have taken a growing number of visits,
calls, and research requests from educators,
other curators and institutions, and members
of the public who want to learn more about
Johnson.”

Part of the reason is that the Smithsonian
American Art Museum has recently curated
an exhibition of Johnson’s Fighters for
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View of the Johnson exhibition
Freedom series of paintings made in the
1940s. The traveling exhibition is cur-
rently touring the country and a catalogue is
scheduled for publication soon.

“Florence is the city of Johnson’s birth,
and people expect the museum to play a role
in what’s happening. Continuous exhibi-
tions and programming help us emphasize
our commitment to the interpretation and
exhibition of Johnson’s art.” Motte says.

The Metropolitan Museum of Art has
also just opened the exhibit Harlem Renais-
sance and Transatlantic Modernism which
features work by Johnson.

The museum is expanding the conver-
sation about Johnson to include a more
serious consideration of his wife, Holcha,
and his brother-in-law, the German sculptor
Christoph Voll. They have recently worked
with family descendants to acquire several
significant pieces of Voll’s art, some of
which are currently on exhibition.

The Florence County Museum Board is
grateful to McLeod Health for their support
of this exhibition. Along with the Florence
County Museum, McLeod Health is com-
mitted to preserving the legacy of William
H. Johnson by supporting exhibitions,
conservation, and educational programs that
enhance our understanding of Johnson and
his contribution to 20th century art.

the Tales that Textiles Tell, an ongoing
exhibit, on view at the Gregg Museum of
Art & Design, The Historic Chancellor’s
Residence.

For thousands of years cultures around
the world have used cloth as a means of
visual communication - a way to document,
celebrate, commemorate, and depict events
large and small. Nonverbal tools play an
important role in interactions within and
between cultures, as verbal communication
comprises only a small part of the ways that
we, as human beings, share information and
connect with each other. Material Messages
features textiles created by a diversity of
global artists that highlight this communica-
tion through cloth.

In many cases, the materials used for
these textiles are deeply connected to the
environments of the cultures who produce
them. A dance skirt from the Democratic
Republic of the Congo is created from the
bast fibers from a Raphia Palm tree, native
to the country. An Inuit inlaid appliqué fur
cloth is made of skin from caribou and seal,
animals which are a part of the traditional
foods in this area. In this way, a garment

or piece of cloth becomes, even in its most
elemental parts, a document of people and
place.

Most of the items in this exhibition are
handmade, with a particular visual character
distinct from industrially manufactured tex-
tiles. And in the way that a good book might
have folded corners and faded pages, these
textiles bear the marks and scars of use
that in themselves tell a story. These cloths
are rooted with the narratives of daily life,
ceremony, celebration, and death, and their
making can be as sacred as their ultimate
use. In some cultures, they would be blessed
by priests as they are constructed; in others,
artists would use special hand-carved tools
that invoke the assistance of the ancestors
to aid in their creation. Whether or not the
makers’ main mission was to create a work
of art, the artistry and craftsmanship embed-
ded in their creations is undeniable.

1, 4, and 5, Permanent Exhibition - "18th and
19th Century American Paintings and Sculpture".
American paintings, from colonial portraits to Civil
War-era landscapes, occupy the Gibbes Main
Gallery. Portraits of leading political, social, and
military figures include works by Jeremiah Theus,
Henry Benbridge, Benjamin West, Gilbert Stuart,
Thomas Sully and Samuel F.B. Morse. The gal-
lery also features landscape and genre scenes
by Angelica Kaufmann, Louis Mignot, Eastman
Johnson, Conrad Wise Chapman, and William
Aiken Walker. The paintings collection is comple-
mented by examples of neoclassical sculpture on
view in the Campbell Rotunda, and decorative art
objects on loan from the Rivers Collection. Gal-
leries 8 & 9, Through Apr. 28 - "Rory McEwen:
A New Perspective on Nature". Presenting the vi-
brant and varied career of the renowned Scottish
artist, Rory McEwen (1932 —1982), this exhibition
reveals McEwen'’s lifelong enquiry into light and
color through his remarkable paintings of plants.
Bringing a modern sensibility to botanical art,
McEwen developed a distinctive style, painting
on vellum and using large empty backgrounds
on which his plant portraits seem to float. Without
shadows and executed in exact, minutely ac-
curate detail, he recorded the imperfect and the
unique, as well as the flawless. McEwen’s work,
shown in this exhibition alongside the works of
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master botanical artists from the 18th, 19th and
20th centuries, “has had a lasting impact on the
botanical art world, where he is recognized as
one of the standard-bearers of today’s renais-
sance in botanical painting.” Gallery 5, Per-
manent Exhibition - "Miniature Portraits". The
first American miniature portraits were painted

in Charleston, and today the Gibbes is home to
one of the most prestigious portrait miniature
collections in the United States. Containing more
than six hundred objects, the collection spans
nearly two hundred years and represents the
work of over a hundred artists. Small enough to
fitin the palm of the hand, these tiny portraits
were treasured remembrances of loved ones

in the age before photography. Presented in
state-of-the-art display cases, and in viewable
storage drawers featured miniatures include
works by Mary Roberts, Jeremiah Theus, Henry
Benbridge, Charles Wilson Peale, Pierre Henri,
Edward Greene Malbone, George Engleheart,
and Charles Fraser. Gallery 6, Permanent Ex-
hibition - "20th Century American Regionalism
and the Charleston Renaissance". At the turn of
the twentieth century, American artists looked to
their European counterparts and beyond as they
developed identifiably American artistic move-
ments. Two particularly strong influences during
this time period were French Impressionism and
Japanese woodblock prints. Another prevailing
theme during this period was the growing interest
in American subject matter. American regional-
ism and social realism played important roles

in the development of art in Charleston, which
flourished as a destination for artists, particu-
larly during the years of 1915 to 1945 a period
now known as the Charleston Renaissance.
Gallery 7, Permanent Exhibition - "Modern
and Contemporary". Modern and contemporary
art in America encompasses a wide range of
styles, subject matter, and media. As a whole, the
diversity of modern and contemporary art reflects
the rich and varied heritage of our nation and

the lowcountry region. Works in this gallery were
created over the past forty years by artists who
are native to the area, who have worked here, or
who have created objects that reflect the complex
story of the region. The works are grouped to
reflect several themes including the southern
landscape, the human figure, abstraction, and
the legacy of slavery in America. Museum

portraiture, as it amplifies the heartbeat of Black
life in the United States. Drawn from the full com-
plexity of Smith’s oeuvre, "Feeling the Future"
places works from the artist’s five decades of
creation in conversation with one another, while it
embraces the cultural movements she witnessed
and participated in.

He also became associated
with the American Artist Group designing
Christmas cards, an occupation which he kept
up throughout the majority of his artistic career.
Krisel was a distinguished artist, architect, and
teacher as well as a loving father and husband.
Though Krisel may not be a household name
among Spartanburg residents, he has made a
significant artistic contribution to the Spartan-
burg community. Born in Brooklyn, NY in 1920,
Krisel’s interest in art and design started at a
young age. He attended the American Artist
School in New York city as a teenager where
he met renowned modern artists, including

Piet Mondrian, who greatly influenced his
abstract style. After studying architecture at
the New Bauhaus in Chicago from 1946-1949,
he received his graduate degree from lllinois
Institute of Technology in 1952. The following
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year, he began working for architectural firm
Skidmore, Owings and Merrill when Roger
Milliken hired them to design Milliken’s new
research facility in Spartanburg. Upon realizing
Krisel was also a sculptor, Milliken hired him to
design the spray fountain outside of the facility
which functions as a recycler of air conditioning
water. He then went on to design the Trident
Fountain located outside of the Papadopoulos
building on Wofford College’s campus.

Begun in
1962 in Wisconsin, it was a student of Littleton’s
that first came to the area in 1965 and set up a
glass studio at the Penland School of Craft in
Penland, North Carolina. By 1967, Mark Peiser
was the first glass artist resident at the school
and taught many notable artists, like Jak Brewer
in 1968 and Richard Ritter who came to study in
1971. By 1977, Littleton retired from teaching and
moved to nearby Spruce Pine, North Carolina
and set up a glass studio at his home. Since that
time, glass artists like Ken Carder, Rick and Val-
erie Beck, Shane Fero, and Yaffa Sikorsky and
Jeff Todd—to name only a few—have flocked to
the area to reside, collaborate, and teach, mak-
ing it a significant place for experimentation and
education in glass. The next generation of artists
like Hayden Wilson and Alex Bernstein continue
to create here.

The instantly
recognizable silhouette of a windmill, with its tow-
ering structure and rotating blades, has become
an iconic symbol of The Netherlands. From their
early construction in the thirteenth century, these

country’s agricultural, engineering, and industrial
heritage. This Focus on the Peck Collection
installation features three nineteenth-century
images in which windmills are a principal element
of each composition. Featuring the locales of
Amsterdam, Rotterdam, and Zaandam, each
underscores the persistent role of windmills in
nineteenth-century Dutch life and how artists
employed the structures in their work as both
picturesque motifs and as symbols of Dutch inge-
nuity and innovation.

Renowned for
his monumental sculptures, Chillida also cre-
ated domestically-scaled sculptures, drawings,

Together these works illustrate the
great influence that Chillida’s upbringing in the
Basque region of Spain and his early training
in architecture had on his unique artistic vision,
and demonstrate his enduring exploration of
space, light, form, and material.

Blurring the
boundaries between art and science, American
artist Alyson Shotz (born 1964) is widely ac-
claimed for her sculptures and installations that
use synthetic materials such as glass, mirrors,
plastic, and stainless steel to harness intangible
forces of the natural world like gravity, space,
and light. On loan from the Bank of America
Collection, this single-work installation is a
dazzling sculpture made of glass beads and
wire that hangs from the ceiling, “Coalescence”
(2006) resembles a hovering cloud, a massive
spider web glistening with morning dew, or

a cluster of atoms magnified to monumental
scale. Its open form challenges traditional
notions of sculpture as grounded, solid, or
weighty, and reveals Shotz’s abiding interest

in perception: calling attention to the relation-
ship between an artwork, the viewer, and the
space they share. Ongoing - The Bechtler
Museum of Modern Art is named after the
family of Andreas Bechtler, a Charlotte resident
and native of Switzerland who assembled and
inherited a collection of more than 1,400 art-
works created by major figures of 20th-century
modernism and donated it to the public trust.
The Bechtler collection comprises artworks by
seminal figures such as Alberto Giacometti,
Joan Miro, Jean Tinguely, Max Ernst, Andy

Initially
commissioned by the Museo Universitario Arte
Contemporaneo in Mexico City in 2020, and
presented at the Brooklyn Museum in 2021-2022,
the installation aims to create a space where
people can gather, mourn, remember, and honor
those lost to COVID-19. Students, faculty, staff,
alums, and the larger community are invited
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to submit photographs of their loved ones who
died of COVID-19, accompanied by a dedica-
tion, through the project’s online platform. Then,
visitors can watch—in person or via livestream—
the robotic plotter recreate the image in sand.
After the drawing is complete, the hourglass’s
platform tilts; the image disappears and the sand
is recovered to create the next portrait, in an effort
to remind us that the pandemic is a collective ex-
perience, and one that is ongoing. Through Apr.
7 - "The sun still rises in spite of it all".The sun still
rises in spite of everything draws inspiration from
the Van Every/Smith Galleries’ 2014 exhibition
State of Emergency in its consideration of the
role of visual artists in documenting, illuminating,
and rendering disasters. In the catalogue for that
exhibition, Marita Sturken opened her essay by
noting that “the condition of disaster is often de-
fined as a state outside of the norm.” The premise
for this exhibition reconsiders Sturken’s state-
ment.

The Delhom Service League (DSL)
provided a half-century of generous support

and impactful initiatives to The Mint Museum,
helping to fund the acquisition of more than 200
works of art in the Mint’s collection. The Delhom
Service League: 50 Golden Years celebrates the
Delhom Service League’s enthusiastic support
for the Mint by proudly displaying significant
works funded or gifted by the affiliate group,

plus selected publications, photographs and
other memorabilia. In 2022, the Delhom Service
League made the difficult decision to dissolve as
a Mint affiliate. The league nevertheless remains
an indelible part of the Mint’s history, and its
many contributions rightly deserve the museum’s
never-ending recognition and gratitude. In 1965,
The Mint Museum purchased the exceptional col-
lection of British, European, and Asian ceramics
from Chicago collector M. Mellanay Delhom. Two
years later, once the museum finished building a
new wing that included a large gallery to display
her holdings, Miss Delhom - as she preferred

to be called - began offering weekly classes,
open to the public, to discuss the works on view.
Ongoing - "The Cole Family: A Dynasty of North
Carolina Potters". From crocks, jars, and jugs

to pitchers, candleholders, and vases, “turning
pots” is one of the oldest and richest craft tradi-
tions in North Carolina. For more than 200 years,
members of the Cole family have been potting

in central North Carolina — Randolph, Moore,
Lee, and Montgomery counties. Six generations
of Coles, and no fewer than 18 individuals, are
represented in The Mint Museum’s permanent
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collection. More than 60 highlights of their wares
are included in the installation “The Cole Fam-
ily: A Dynasty of North Carolina Potters”. One
reason for its long-term success is that making
pottery has so often been a family tradition in the
state. Fathers taught the art of forming, glazing,
and firing clay objects to their sons, and in later
generations also to daughters, who in turn taught
their children, and so on through the decades.
These family dynasties not only helped to keep
the potting craft alive, but ensured continuity

in techniques and craftsmanship, as well as
introduced artistic innovations in succeeding
generations. “The Cole Family: A Dynasty of
North Carolina Potters” presents a visual history
of “turned pots” and the family that helped turn
North Carolina into one of America’s centers

for handmade, traditional pottery. Bridges and
Levine Galleries, Ongoing - "Contemporary
British Studio Ceramics: The Grainer Collection".
Focused on the collection of Diane and Marc
Grainer, this installation is a survey of contem-
porary British studio ceramics. Comprising
functional and sculptural objects made between
the 1980s and today, the show features work

by artists either born or residing in Great Britain,
including established “contemporary classics” like
Gordon Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-
edge ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate
Malone. Several recently-gifted works from the
Grainers are included. Alexander, Spangler,
and Harris Galleries, Ongoing - "Portals to the
Past: British Ceramics 1675 - 1825". The Mint
Museum'’s collection of eighteenth-century British
pottery and porcelain is widely respected for its
scope and quality. The collection numbers over
2,000 objects and includes important examples
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-
colored earthenware from Derbyshire, Stafford-
shire, and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea,
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others.
Individual works in the collection are exceptional
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration.
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries represented a time
of extraordinary growth for the American glass
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass
Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American
Glass" showcases objects by these and other
American glass companies, illustrating the variety
of forms and styles that prevailed during this
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be
another focus of the exhibition, with representa-
tive examples of pressed, cut, blown, and molded
glass. Nearly all of the works on view are from
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection of
glass, which is second in size only to the ceram-
ics collection in the museum’s Decorative Arts
holdings. Ongoing - "Arts of Africa". The African
continent is remarkable in its geographic, social,
political, and cultural diversity. This impressive
diversity is reflected in the visual arts through a
variety of media and forms including ceramics,
masks, textiles, sculptures, prestige staffs, and
shrines.

Heritage Gallery, Ongoing - Feature works of
art, archival documents, and photographs docu-
menting the growth and evolution of the museum,
from its beginnings as the original branch of the
US Mint to its founding as an art museum to the
present and beyond. Ongoing - "Art for the Mil-
lions: WPA Prints" and "Carolina Clay," featuring
a display of colorful wares made between 1920
and 1950 as potters from NC adapted their works
to a market economy. "Art of the United States,"
featuring contemporary works from the Mint's
permanent collection, including works by Romare
Bearden, Maud Gatewood, John Biggers Juan
Logan, Tarlton Blackwell, Radcliffe Bailey, Kojo
Griffin, and others. "Art in the Americas," featur-
ing paintings, precious metalwork, sculpture, fur-
niture and decorative arts from the 17th through
the 19th centuries illustrate the unique culture
that emerged from the Spanish colonization of
the Americas. Crosland Gallery - Featuring a
presentation of portraits with many fascinating
images presented.

The Nasher Museum of Art, Duke University
Central Campus, 2001 Campus Drive, Durham.
Through June 9 - "Maria Magdalena Campos-
Pons: Behold". This is a monographic exhibition
of a visionary voice in photography, immersive
installation, painting and performance. Span-
ning nearly four decades of visually engaging
artworks, the exhibition explores Campos-
Pons’s prescient and sensorial work—trans-
porting viewers across geographies, mediums
and spiritual practices. In her explorations of
migration, diaspora and memory, Campos-
Pons draws from her family story to examine
the global histories of enslavement, indentured
labor, motherhood and migration. The first mul-
timedia survey of the artist’s work since 2007,
"Behold" highlights the artist’s dedication to cre-
ating new modes of understanding, as well as
her engagement with interconnected historical
and present-day challenges. These themes are
examined through Campos-Pons’s perfor-
mance-based practice and centering of Yoruba-
derived Santeria symbolism, as well as her
work with communities in Boston, Cuba, ltaly
and Nashville (her current residence). Through
July 7 - "Love & Anarchy". On the surface, love
and anarchy may seem like unrelated or even
conflicting notions. Love is synonymous with
care, compassion, and affection, while anarchy
is generally accepted as an absence of author-
ity, a state of disorder, or an ungovernable con-
dition. These concepts, more than tangentially
related, are often intertwined and even some-
times mutually dependent. Indeed, moments

of disarray and frustration are intrinsic to love,
while love sometimes emerges out of disorder
and chaos. Drawn from the Nasher Museum’s
extensive historical and contemporary collec-
tions, Love & Anarchy demonstrates some of
the ways in which these two concepts have
inspired artists, visually and conceptually, over
millennia. Modern & Contemporary Gallery,
Through May 19 - "Modern Prophets: Art and
Spirituality in America". Prophets and ghosts
appear during times of great change. Beginning
in the late 19th century, a rapidly modernizing
United States prompted artists to visualize and
even embody these figures. This imagery came
with the growth of secular spirituality and a
decline in organized religion among Americans.
As a result, spirituality and artistic responses

to it helped Americans cope with the effects of
modern warfare, the growth of industry, and

the advancement of new technologies. Artists
have long been considered holders of sacred
knowledge in their ability to visualize the world
around them, and sometimes, they served as
mediums of the unseen. William H. Mumler and
his photographs of alleged spirits gained popu-
larity as a grieving population sought to connect
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with loved ones lost in the Civil War. In the
20th century, artists such as Georgia O’Keeffe
and Alfred Hitchcock were photographed as
prophetic or religious figures for their abilities
to visualize modernizing American landscapes.
Incubator Gallery, June 16 - "Hung Liu:

Living Memory," a student co-curated exhibit.
Chinese-born American artist Hung Liu (Born
in Changchun, China, 1948 — 2021) portrayed
individuals who risked being forgotten in death
as in life. As a child, Liu lived under the regime
of Mao Zedong, who led the Communist Party
during the Cultural Revolution (1966 — 1976), a
turbulent period of political and social upheaval
in the People’s Republic of China. It was during
this time that Liu realized photography’s sig-
nificance when she witnessed her mother burn
cherished family photographs, or otherwise
risk persecution for being “bourgeois,” or not
working class. As an adult, Liu immigrated to
the United States, where she focused on the
photographs of the Chinese people who came
before her. By manipulating and recontextual-
izing found images by dripping, splattering,
and layering materials, Liu blurred the lines
between representation and abstraction and
probed photography’s role in shaping collective
memory. "Hung Liu: Living Memory" explores
the artist’s ability to bridge past and present

by manipulating the threads of visual memory.
Her sensitive portraits illuminate what it means
to be Chinese, to be American, and to be a
woman. These testimonials make visible the
faces of the forgotten. Liu’s portraits remind us
that memory is not merely a repository of the
past; it is a dynamic force that inflects the past,
informs the present, and shapes our future,
forging our sense of self while connecting us
to the greater human consciousness. Trent

Cunningham". Imogen Cunningham was one of
the most experimental photographers of the 20th
century. In this exhibition, unusual and rare imag-
es are presented alongside iconic ones, revealing
why this American artist is one of the most impor-
tant pioneers of photography and demonstrating
how the unseen for Cunningham was eternally
as important as the familiar. Embracing the times
in which she lived, Cunningham (1883-1976)
created images that reflect crucial movements
and developments in art and photography during
her 70-year career. Her photographs, seduc-

tive and dynamic, are inspired by a multitude of
genres, including portraiture, family photographs,
still lifes and street photography. This exhibi-

tion consists of 60 silver gelatin prints from the
Imogen Cunningham Trust. West Bedroom Gal-
lery , Through June 30 - "Art for the American
Home: Grant Wood’s Lithographs". In 1934, the
Regionalist artist Grant Wood made an agree-
ment with Associated American Artists (AAA) in
New York to create a series of lithographs. Wood,
the creator of Reynolda’s iconic 1936 painting
“Spring Turning,” ultimately produced 19 litho-
graphs, about a quarter of his mature work. His
consummate drafting skills made him a natural

for the medium. The AAA produced the litho-
graphs in editions of 250 and sold them for $5 to
$10 each. The opportunity to create affordable
art during the Great Depression appealed to the
artist. This small exhibition will focus on Wood’s
narrative lithographs (“Sultry Night,” “Honorary
Degree,” “Shrine Quartet,” “The Midnight Alarm”)
and still lifes. Northwest Bedroom Gallery,
Through Oct. 27 - "Good Impressions: Portraits
Across Three Centuries from Reynolda and
Wake Forest". Portraits are often taken at face
value—as accurate representations of a person’s
appearance, sometimes removed by decades or
centuries. But portraits are often the products of
delicate negotiations between artist and subject.
Sometimes they flatter, exaggerating the sitter’s
beauty or rich attire. Sometimes they capture the
subject engaged in his or her occupation, wheth-
er pausing during study or painting in his or her
studio. Sometimes they celebrate an auspicious
occasion, such as a recent engagement or the
imminent birth of a child. This exhibition features
three centuries of portraits of men and women,
Black and White, solitary and companionate,
classic and modern. “Good Impressions” was
mounted to mark the recent conservation treat-
ment of John Singleton Copley’s 1762 Portrait of
“Mrs. Daniel Rogers” (Elizabeth Gorham Rogers)
in the collection of Wake Forest University, and
Reynolda House’s recent acquisition of Kwame
Brathwaite’s 1973 photograph “Changing Times”.

“Into a daybreak that's wondrously clear / I rise.”
Maya Angelou’s poem “Still | Rise,” published in
1978, was an assertion of dignity and resilience
in the face of oppression.

"Still | Rise: The
Black Experience at Reynolda" examines the
lives of the Black women and men who helped
shape Reynolda as it evolved from a Jim Crow
era working estate into a museum for American
art.
